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Effectiveness of a training program to develop
phonological awareness level on improving reading skills
in Children with Down Syndrome

The current study tries to identify the effectiveness of a training
program to develop phonological awareness level on improving
reading skills in children with Down syndrome, and identify its
continuity in the follow-up period.

The study participants include (20) children with Down
syndrome recruited in Al-Ola special education school, divided
into to two homogeneous groups: the experimental group
(N. 10), and the control group(N. 10) aged 8-12 years. Using the
experimental approach the researcher divided the study participants
into two homogeneous in chronicle age, intelligence, phonological
awareness, and reading level groups before conducting the study.
The experimental group participated rather than the control one in
the training sessions.

The researcher used the following tools:

. Phonological Awareness Scale for Down syndrome children
(by the researcher).

. Reading Skills Scale for intellectually disabled children
(Farouk El-Raousan, 1994).

. The training program of phonological awareness on improving
reading skills in children with Down syndrome by the
researcher).
