The Reality and Constraints of Vocational Guidance
and Counseling Programs, in Institutes and intellectual

Abstract

This study aims to identify the status of the vocational guidance
and counseling that are applied at the public, private and charities
institutions and programs for persons with intellectual disabilities
within Riyadh. The researcher chooses analytical descriptive
methodology. She included (213) male and female specialists
(teachers, school counselors, and psychologists) that are working
at the above institutions. The researcher relies on her self-designed
survey to meet the objectives of the study.

The results show low average of application of vocational
counseling programs within the institutes and programs for persons
with intellectual disabilities within Riyadh. The range was between
(2.87-1.96). However, this result dose not reveal statistically
significant differences between responders in reference to gender.
Yet, there are statistically significant differences in reference to (type
of work and type of institutes or programs for the benefit of school
counselors and charity organizations.

In regard to the roles of specialist working in vocational
counseling and guidance, statistically significant differences were
apparent between responders on all variables of the study for
the female, school counselors and charities organizations on the.
Pertaining to obstacles, the limited of spatial capacity received the
higher responses rate (38%) with a range of (3,60) standard deviation
(1,449). Yet, but there are no statistically significant differences on
the variables of the study.
